Subject: Re[2]: our private photos [random string of letters] 
Attachment: photos.zip 
If you see this message come into your computer delete it immediately. The virus is activated 
when you open this e-mail attachment. It then sends itself to all of the people on your ad-
dress book. This virus can cause system instability by sending data to the darkprofits domain. 
It can also release confidential information by capturing text from specific windows and send-
ing the data to predetermined email addresses. In order to protect yourself from this virus 
please make sure that your virus definitions are put to date and that your Anti-virus software 
is turned on and working.  

Which anti-virus software do we prefer? 
We have had many clients ask us which anti-virus software do we recommend, Norton or 
McAfee. We use and prefer Norton because it seems to run the best while being less intru-
sive. McAfee seems to make the computer take longer to come back up after it has been shut 
down, while it checks to see which software you have loaded on your computer. Also, we find 
that our clients using Norton seem to have fewer virus' than those people using McAfee or 
PC-Cillin.
